Student Photo Contest Guidelines

e The property in the photo must be located in South Dakota and be at least 50 years old.
Building photos may be exterior or interior shots.

All photographs must be your own work and taken within the past year.

e Images can be black and white or color.

Digital images must be at least 300 dpi resolution at 5"x7”. Photos should be taken with 4
mega pixel or higher camera.

¢ Up to but not exceeding three (3) photos per person may be submitted. Multiple digital

images may be placed on one CDROM.

One complete entry form must be submitted per photo.

No date stamp should be visible on the image.

Please do not combine multiple images to make one new image.

Photos should be submitted as loose prints on photo-quality paper, unmounted, unmatted,

unframed, etc. Only 5” x 7” photos will be accepted. Any other size will not be accepted.

If photos are printed on oversize photo paper, all excess paper must be removed so only the

required photo size remains.

¢ |n addition to the print, a digital photo must also be submitted in .jpg format on a CDROM.

If winning photos are taken with a 35mm camera, winners will be required to submit the
negative upon request. Slides will not be accepted.

e The name and grade of the photographer must be printed on a label affixed to the back of
each print. CDs should be labeled with the photographer’'s name and grade and placed in a
protective envelope or sleeve.

e If more than one photo is being submitted, each entry form & photo must be labeled as 1 of 3,
2 of 3, etc.

e Participants not associated with a school do not need the school information or teacher’s
signature on the entry form.

e Do not staple photo to entry form.

e By entering this contest, the photographer gives the South Dakota State Historical Society
unrestricted rights and permissions to use the photo.

e  Submitted prints and CDs will not be returned to photographer.
